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Teaching Tips:  Make a hot dog fold with a 2” tab uncovered along the side.  Cut the overlapping section to make 5 
flaps.  Glue the title in the 2” tab.  Glue the 5 presidents on flaps, one per section.  Students write more details to 
describe the accomplishments of each.
